# Noticing Vocabulary: Word Families

Good writers make sure that the words they use have the right meaning and are in the
correct form. They know that the members of a word family are related to each other
and have a shared meaning. Learning more about word families will help you choose
words carefully and improve your writing.

The first sentence states the specific
point, or controlling idea, about the topic. The rest of the sentences in the paragraph
support the controlling idea.

In the writing model on page 3, the first sentence states the topic (George Lucas) and
the controlling idea about the topic (George Lucas changed the film industry). The rest
of the sentences in the paragraph support the controlling idea. The model also shows
the format of an academic paragraph.

In some languages, it is possible to leave out the subject in a sentence. In others, you
can sometimes leave out the verb. In English, you must always have at least one
subject-verb combination in each sentence.

If you leave out either the subject or the verb, your sentence is incomplete—this is

a fragment. Fragments are sentence errors. (There is an exception to this rule. In
commands such as Stop that! and Listen carefully, the subject you is understood but not
specifically stated.)

Here are two examples of fragments.
Is a good idea to do volunteer work. (There is no subject.)
Students never too busy to help others. (There is no verb.)

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VRITING PROCESS

g academic writing assignments takes time and patience. It is never a one-step
action. When you begin the process of writing a paragraph or an essay, you have
already been thinking about what to say and how to say it. Then after you have
completed your assignment, you read over what you have written and make changes
and corrections. You write and revise and write and revise again until you are satisfied
that your writing expresses exactly what you want to say.

The process of writing generally has four steps. In the first step, you come up with
ideas. In the second step, you organize the ideas. In the third step, you write a first
draft. In the final step, you polish your first draft by revising and editing it.

STEP 1: Prewrite to get ideas.

The first step is called prewriting. Prewriting is a way to gather ideas and information.
In this step, you choose a topic and collect ideas and supporting information to explain
the topic.

There are several techniques you can use to get ideas. In this chapter, you will practice
one technique called listing. Listing is a prewriting technique in which you write the
topic at the top of a piece of paper and then quickly make a list of the words or phrases
that come into your mind. Don't stop to wonder whether an idea is good or not. Write
it down! Keep on writing until the flow of ideas stops.

The topic sentence presents the main idea of the paragraph. The supporting sentences
give information to explain or prove the main idea. The concluding sentence
summarizes the main idea or restates the topic sentence in different words.

THE TOPIC SENTENCE

The topic sentence is the most important sentence in a paragraph. It has two parts:

a topic and a controlling idea. The topic names the subject of the paragraph. In the
writing model on page 52, the topic is leisure time. The controlling idea tells the main
idea about the topic. It is called the controlling idea because it controls, or limits, the

topic to a very specific idea. In the model, the controlling idea is that leisure time
is beneficial.

Position of the Topic Sentence

The topic sentence is usually the first or second sentence in a paragraph. Experienced
writers sometimes put topic sentences at the end, but the best place is usually at the
beginning. A topic sentence at the beginning of a paragraph gives readers an idea of
what they will be reading. This helps them understand the paragraph more easily.

Not Too General, Not Too Specific

A topic sentence is neither too general nor too specific.

This is too general because there is no specific controlling idea. The reader has no idea
what the paragraph will say about jobs except that people have them.

All of the sentences are easy to follow
because they are in a logical order and are well connected. There are transition signals
to help the reader along the way. The paragraph flows smoothly from beginning to
end. A reader can follow the main point and supporting sentences easily because one
sentence leads naturally to the next one. There are no sudden jumps.

Putting Each Supporting Sentence in the Right Place

One way to make a paragraph more coherent is to put each sentence in the right place.
For example, if you are discussing the first reason why you use credit cards, put all of
your supporting information for your first main point together. If you are including
dates or using time-order signals, be sure that your sentences follow a clear time
sequence (1940, 1962, 2001; at first, next, later).

Good writers help their readers by clearly marking the beginning of each sentence with
a capital letter and the ending of each sentence with a period. The capital letters and
the periods that identify the sentences in a paragraph are important signals that allow
the reader to stop and think for a moment before moving on.

RUN-ONS AND COMMA SPLICES

In Chapter 1, you learned about a sentence error called a fragment, or incomplete
sentence, In this chapter, you will learn how to avoid a run-on and a comma splice, two
mistakes that occur when a sentence should end but instead continues.

A run-on happens when you join two simple sentences without a comma and without
a connecting word. A comma splice error happens when you join two simple sentences
with a comma alone.

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INTRODUCTION

In Chapter 5, you learned about how-to paragraphs. Chapter 6 focuses on writing a
definition paragraph—one that gives a clear definition. Such paragraphs are common
in academic writing. For example, tests of general writing ability sometimes ask you to
define an abstract term such as love, friendship, courage, or happiness. (Something abstract
cannot be touched or seen; it exists only in a person’s mind.) On other academic tests,
you may have to define a special term in a specific subject area, for instance:

susmess What is the payback period?
comeuten scewce What is a LAN? Who uses a LAN, and what is its purpose?
u.s. wistory What was the Underground Railroad?
ueauts sciences What is the Rh factor, and why is it important?

In addition, people may ask you to define a word in your first language that they have
heard but do not fully understand, such as machismo in Spanish, joie de vivre in French,

or Gemiitlichkeit in German. They may also ask you to explain an interesting custom or
practice such as Casual Friday or Saint Patrick’s Day in the United States, O-bon festivals in
Japan, holi festivals in India, or quinceaiiera parties in Spanish-influenced cultures. At the
end of Chapter 6, you will write a paragraph that defines a word, concept, or custom.

APPOSITIVES

Appositives are nouns or noun phrases that rename another noun or noun phrase.

They set up a special table on which they display seven foods with names
beginning with the letter s in Persian, the language of Iran.

In this sentence, Persian and the language of Iran are the same thing. The language of Iran
is an appositive.

Appositives are helpful in writing definitions because they give the reader more
information about your topic concisely (without a lot of extra words).

Fudge, a soft creamy candy, was invented as a result of a cooking mistake.

Appositives can contain necessary information or extra information. (Some grammar
books call necessary information restrictive and extra information nonrestrictive.)
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Consider this sentence:
My friend Tina makes incredible chocolate fudge.

In this sentence, Tina is an appositive because Tina and my friend are the same person.
Tina is a necessary appositive because it is necessary to identify which friend makes
incredible chocolate fudge. If we omit the word Ting, we don't know which friend
makes the fudge.

Now consider this sentence:
Tina, my friend, makes incredible chocolate fudge.

In this sentence, the appositive is my friend. It is extra information because the name
Tina already identifies the person who makes incredible fudge. If we omit my friend, we
still know who makes the candy. The fact that she is the writer's friend is not necessary
to identify her. It is merely extra information.

If an appositive follows a name, further identification is unnecessary, Similarly,
adjectives such as first, last, best, worst, favorite, tallest, oldest, and most interesting
automatically make a noun one of a kind, so the appositive is extra information.

ADJECTIVE CLAUSES

In Chapter 5, you learned about complex sentences with adverb clauses. In Chapter 6,
you'll learn about adjective clauses in complex sentences.

Like adverb clauses, adjective clauses are dependent clauses. In other words, they
must be connected to a main (independent) clause. They begin with the words who,
whom, which, and that, among others. These words are called relative pronouns, and
adjective clauses are sometimes called relative clauses. The purpose of adjective clauses
is to describe nouns and pronouns. Adjective clauses usually appear after the noun or
pronoun that they modify.

Because we use adjective clauses to give more information about a noun, they are very
useful in writing definitions.

Holiday is a word from Old English that originally meant “holy day.”

Halloween, which is celebrated in the United States on October 31, is a
holiday with pagan origins.

Halloween is the day when children dress up in costumes and go from
house to house to get candy.

Like appositives, adjective clauses can give necessary or extra information. Use the
same comma rule.
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Comma Rules for Adjective Clauses

Use commas to separate an extra information adjective clause from the rest of the
sentence. Do not use commas with necessary adjective clauses.

necessary Every culture in the world has special days that people
observe with traditional food, customs, and events.

In this sentence, the clause that people observe with traditional food, customs, and events
is an adjective clause modifying the noun days. Since it is necessary to identify which
days the writer is discussing, the clause is necessary and commas are not used. That,
which, who, and whom can begin a necessary adjective clause.

In this sentence, the clause who lived in Ireland and England hundreds of years ago is an
adjective clause modifying the noun Celts. Because Celts is the name for a group of
people, the clause is unnecessary to identify them. The clause gives extra information
about the Celts, so commas are used. Which, who, and whom can introduce extra
information clauses.

The clause which is a holiday of love and friendship is an adjective clause that modifies the noun
Valentine's Day. The modified noun is called the antecedent (something that “goes before”).

Leap Year and the Calendar

A leap year occurs in those years, when we add a leap day to February. In
a leap year, February has 29 days instead of 28. We add a leap day because a
solar yeal‘::ﬁr:aﬁ; the actual time it takes for the Earth to travel around the sun,
is different from a calendar year.

The
problem was finally solved in 1582, when Pope Gregory XIII introduced a new
calendar. The Gregorian calendar uses a formula that add leap days, but only
in certain years. The years must have numbers that they can be evenly divided
by four. However, years ending in “00" are leap years only if they can be evenly
divided by 400. Thus, the year 1900 was not a leap year, but 2000, 2004, 2008,
and 2012 were. Italy, Portugal, Poland, and Spain, which the Catholic Church
had great influence, were the first to adopt the Gregorian calendar. Today, it isa
widely used calendar that still has an effective leap year formula.

CLUSTERING

Clustering is a way to come up with ideas in an organized way. It looks on the page

a bit the way it feels when you are thinking of lots of ideas. When you use clustering,
you start by writing your topic in a circle in the middle of your paper. As you think of
related ideas, you write these ideas in smaller circles around the first circle. The related
idea in each small circle may produce even more ideas and, therefore, more circles
around it. When you have run out of ideas, your paper might look something like this
diagram. The writing model on pages 122-123 came from ideas in this diagram.

The
writer didn’t include all of her prewriting ideas in the paragraph. She also added some
information to her paragraph that was not part of the prewriting.

A paraphrase is a restatement or an explanation of another person’s writing or speech.
Unlike a summary, a paraphrase contains both the main ideas and the details from an
original printed or spoken text. In some cases, a paraphrase may be longer than the
original text. When you paraphrase writing or speech, you use your own words and
sentence structure to present all of the original information.

The ability to paraphrase is a necessary academic skill. You will need to use it, for
example, when you take exams or do research. Paraphrasing allows you to explain
complicated information in an understandable way and make clear connections
between your ideas and the ideas of others.

By paraphrasing, you can also avoid the serious problem of plagiarism, or copying
work that is not your own. When you wrote definitions in this chapter, you may have
looked at a dictionary or talked to native English speakers. Instead of simply repeating
what you leamed, you explained it in your own words. You paraphrased.

For example, the writing model on page 149 presents causes in
the order in which they happened—that is, in time order. The writer first discusses how
Paris leaders planned carefully to avoid missteps, and then found financial support, and
later did effective publicity for Vélib'. In “The Effects of Bike Sharing in Paris” on page
151, the writer begins with the most obvious effect and continues with results that are
less obvious. A third way to organize a cause / effect paragraph is to put the supporting
sentences in order from the least important to the most important cause / effect.

After you put your causes/effects in order, arrange your supporting details in a logical
way.

Optometrists and ophthalmologists

offer many of the same services. Like optometrists, ophthalmologists give eye
exams to find out if their patients have 20/20 vision. If not, the two kinds of eye
doctors prescribe glasses or contact lenses to correct the problem. In addition,
both optometrists and ophthalmologists diagnose and treat injuries and common
diseases of the eye.

Short-Term and Long-Term Memory

As a student, you use two different kinds of memory: short-term memory
and long-term memory. Short-term memory is “active” memory. You remember
information briefly and use it. Then you let go of it, and it vanishes from your
memory. For example, when your professor tells you to open your book to
page 179 and you remember the number just long enough to find the correct
page, your short-term memory is at work. According to researchers, short-term
memory is limited. It can hold about seven pieces of information for 20-30
seconds. One simple way that you can overcome the limitations of short-term
memory is to pay attention. Another way is to say the information that you
want to remember aloud. In contrast, long-term memory is “storage” memory.
The brain keeps information in long-term memory and takes it out when the
information is needed. When you remember a skill that you have learned or
remember answers for an exam, you are using long-term memory. Unlike
short-term memory, long-term memory has no limits in terms of the amount of
information it can store or the length of time it can store it. The problem is how
to retrieve and restore information. One solution, especially for students, is to

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ODUCTION

.~ hapters 1-8, you learned how to write various kinds of well-organized and well-
aeveloped paragraphs. In Chapter 9, you will learn about writing an essay. Writing
an essay is a lot like writing a paragraph. Both an essay and a paragraph have three
main parts: an introduction, a body, and a conclusion. The main difference between the
two is that an essay is longer than a paragraph. For this reason, you have to plan and
develop an essay more carefully so that all the parts work well together. At the end
of Chapter 9, you will write an essay with an introductory paragraph, several body
paragraphs, and a concluding paragraph.

ANALYZING THE MODEL

The writing model describes body language. As you read the essay, look at the kind of
information that is in each of the five paragraphs.

Body Language

INTROBUCTION Communicating effectively in a new country and in a new tongue requires more
than just learning the language. Nonverbal communication, including body language,
is equally important.

BODY PARAGRARH 2 The gestures that people make with their heads, shoulders, arms, and hands
are another important means of communicating. In most—but not all—countries,
shaking the head from side to side means “No” and nodding the head up and down
means "Yes." In Bulgaria, the reverse is true. Nodding means "No" and shaking

the head from left to right means "Yes.” A shrug, with the shoulders raised and the

hands extended with the palms up, has various meanings in Westemn cultures. It
often shows uncertainty but can also mean “I'm not interested.” In many cultures,
the thumbs up gesture means acceptance and approval. However, in places such
as Iran and Iraq, the thumbs up is an insult. Similarly, in North America and many
European countries, raising the hand with the thumb and index finger together
so that they form the letter O means "everything is OK." However, in France and
Belgium, the gesture means “zero,” or "worthless.” In Japan, the same gesture
symbolizes money, and in Russia, Brazil, and Turkey, it is an insult. Clearly, typical
gestures thal people use every day can cause major misunderstandings depending
on where and how they are used.

In addition to facial expressions and gestures, physical contact or the lack of
it, Is a key aspect of body language. Interestingly, pecple from the United States
are thought of as open and friendly, but their body language may give the opposite
message. Americans often seem cold and remote to people from other cultures
because they prefer to keep their distance. They like to have approximately two to
three feet of personal space around them. When individuals from other countries
come too close, Americans tend to step back until they have enough distance to feel
comfortable again. In addition, Americans will briefly shake and then release the right
hand of a man or woman that they are meeting for the first time. They rarely hug
someone in public unless they have a close relationship with the person. In addition,
unless they are romantically involved, Americans rarely hold hands in public. A lack
of awareness about the rules of physical contact can give the wrong impression of
Americans and have a negalive effect on cross-cultural communication.

in short, body language is an important form of communication that varies from
place to place. When people travel, they should not presume that the rules for body
language in their home cuiture apply everywhere else. In fact, just as people focus
their attention on grammar and vocabulary to master a language, they should devote
time and energy to learning the body language of a new country or culture.

In an essay introduction, the writer stimulates the reader’s interest and gives

general or background information about the topic. Then the writer presents a thesis
statement, usually at the end of the introductory paragraph. Like the topic sentence of
a paragraph, the thesis statement of an essay names the specific topic and the writer’s
controlling idea about it. Each paragraph of the body develops a subdivision of the
topic. The conclusion, like the concluding sentence(s) in a paragraph, can restate the
topic and controlling idea, summarize or review the main points discussed in the body,
and /or present a writer's final statement about the topic.

An essay has coherence (logical organization) and unity (a focus on one topic), just as a
paragraph does. Transition signals link the paragraphs into a cohesive whole.
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ODUCTORY PARAGRAPHS

€ introduction is the first paragraph of an essay. It serves two functions: (1) to attract
the reader’s interest, and (2) present the topic of the essay. There are several kinds of
introductory paragraphs. In this book, you will learn how to write one kind, which is
known as a “funnel” introduction.

A funnel introduction has two parts: several general statements and one thesis
statement. The general statements give the reader background information about the
topic of the essay. They should lead the reader gradually from a general idea of the
topic to a specific idea. The first general statement in a funnel introduction catches

the reader’s attention. Then, similar to the lens of a camera moving in for a close-up,
each sentence that follows becomes more and more focused on the specific topic of the
essay. The thesis statement is normally the last sentence in an introductory paragraph.
It has three purposes:

1. It states the topic of the essay and what the writer wants to say about the topic.
2. It may list the subtopics (or subdivisions) of the main topic.

3. It may also mention the essay’s method of organization.

[f you reread the introductory paragraph of the writing model on pages 199-200,

you will notice how the sentences gradually move from the general topic of effective
communication to nonverbal communication, including body language, to the specific
topic of the essay, three key types of body language.

e The first sentence attracts the reader's attention; it also names the
general topic: communicating effectively in a new country.

e The second sentence narrows the topic to nonverbal
communication, including body language.

* The next sentence narrows the topic to three key kinds of
body language: facial expressions, bodily gestures, and
physical attitude.

¢ The final sentence, the thesis statement, presents the writer’s
main point about body language: People should learn the body
language of another culture. The final sentence also lets readers
know that the writer will focus on three main aspects of body
language: the face, bodily gestures, and physical contact.

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CONCLUDING PARAGRAPHS

The concluding paragraph is the last paragraph of an essay. It has three purposes:
1. It signals the end of the essay.
2. It reminds the reader of what the writer wants to say in the essay.

3. It leaves the reader with the writer’s final thoughts on the topic.

In the first part of the concluding paragraph, you repeat the thesis statement in
different words, and /or summarize the main points of your essay. You may need one
or more than one sentence to do this. In the second part of the conclusion, you add a
final comment. You might state your opinion or make a recommendation, judgment,
or prediction about the topic. The final comment must be clearly related to the
information you have already presented in the essay.

THE WRITING PROCESS

Planning an essay takes work because there are many ideas and details to organize.
Let's review the planning steps in the writing process from Chapter 1.

STEP 1: Prewrite to get ideas.

In this step, you choose a topic and then gather supporting ideas and details. There are
several ways to gather information, including listing, clustering, freewriting, journal
writing, interviewing classmates and friends, and doing research.

Here is an example of listing. The topic is “Kinds of Lies.” Notice that the list is not in
any order. The writer simply put down any idea or example that came to mind.

Instead, the parents devote their time and energy to teaching their children at
home. Opponents of homeschooling believe that students belong in a classroom with
mems sarement | experienced professionals and other students of the same age. Although it may not
be the best option for all students and all families, | am in favor of homeschoaoling for
three reasons.

BODY PARAGRARH 1 First of all, homeschooling makes effective use of time. In Australia, Canada,

and the United States, the average school day is six to seven hours long. However,
children who are homeschooled can finish their lessons in four to five hours. One
explanation for this is that traditional classrooms often have more than 20 students.
As a result, teachers spend a significant percentage of their time simply making
certain that their students are paying atlention and doing their work. In addition,
students in a large class are likely to have different abilities and learning styles, and
there is often not encugh time to address the needs of each student.

online reading, library visits, trips to local museums, and family vacations, they
learn more about their chosen topics. They also develop strong skills in areas such
as math, science, reading, and writing. As one of the admissions counselors al our
university, Andrew Muller, said during my interview with him, “We like students who
are homeschooled because they do not wait for others to tell them what to do. They
are able to think for themselves.” He then added, “Homeschooled young people ask
their instructors for help when they need it but they generally take charge of their
own learning."

Finally, homeschooling helps young people to develop socially. One of my friends
was educated at home until the age of 18. He and his brother played on baseball and
basketball teams and participated in activilies with other homeschooled students,
so they had a chance to make friends who were their own age. However, they also
spent a greal deal of lime with their parents and older relatives who taught them
the importance of strong family relationships and showed them how to act maturely.
Furthermore, their education involved volunteer work at their local community
center. There they met people of all ages while they learned about the responsibility
of having a job and the importance of helping their neighbors. As a result of the
education his parents gave him, my friend is now a well-balanced individual who
knows how to be an adult and still have fun.

To summarize, homeschooling is not easy and may not be for everyone, but it
has certain benefits. For the most part, homeschooled students can complete their
basic lessons in less time than students in a formal classroom. Therefore, they have
more lime to pursue their own interests. Because they learn how to ask questions
and find answers, and because they develop strong social skills, they become
intelligent, responsible adults.

DEVELOPING SUPPORTING DETAILS

In Chapter 3, you learned how to use examples to support your ideas. In this chapter,
you will learn about using quotations and statistics as supporting details.

In their classes, college instructors often assign research papers that require you to use
information from outside sources (for example, books, magazines, and newspaper
articles, both in print and online). There are special procedures and rules for using
information from outside sources. For instance, in a formal research paper, you must
document the source for each piece of information that you use, unless it is common
knowledge. This means that you must tell exactly where you got the information—
who originally wrote it or said it and when and where it was written or spoken. You
will learn how to do this later on in your college program of study. However, be aware
that documenting outside sources is important and necessary for college assignments.

For assignments in this book, you may get information from primary research—by
taking a class survey to get statistics or by interviewing classmates to get quotations,
for example.

QUOTATIONS

Quotations are often used in academic writing as supporting details. Notice how
quotations support the topic sentence in this example:

STATISTICS

Like quotations, statistics are an excellent kind of supporting detail. Suppose you want
to prove that college students waste time watching television shows online when they
should be studying. You could gather statistics by doing research in the library or
online, or you could do a survey of students at your school.

As shown in the example, you can
begin with a reporting phrase such as Slatistics show that . . . or Statistical data prove
that . .. or A survey of our class shows that . . . .

Statistics prove that college students should spend less time
watching television shows on their computers and more time studying.
