These are the planets in our solar system. They all orbit our sun.

Our solar system has 8 planets. The word
solar means ‘of the sun’ and at the centre
of our solar system is the sun. All the
planets go around the sun. We say they
orbit the sun. Each time a planet makes
one orbit of the sun, it completes a year,
but these ‘years’ are not all the same as
ours. Planets that are not far from the sun
have shorter years; planets that are further
from the sun have longer years. On Earth,
a year is 365 days, but the planet that is
furthest from the sun takes 60,000 Earth
days to orbit it (about 165 Earth years).
